Sort 53- Syllables and Affixes Homographs

Homographs are words that are spelled the same way, but they sound different. By changing the
pronunciation of the word, you also change the meaning of the word.

Example: He will present you with a present.

Sort your words into a list of pairs of words from this week’s sort based on homographs. Alphabetize
each column when you write them down.
