Thin, Light Design

Large Multi-Touch Display

iPad features a large, high-precision, touch-sensitive display
that requires no physical force, just simple contact with its
surface.

AssistiveTouch

Built-in AssistiveTouch lets you enter Multi-Touch gestures using one finger or a stylus (sold separately).

Tactile Buttons

iPad includes several easy-to-press physical buttons: the Sleep/Wake button, located on the top edge; the
silent and volume control buttons, located on the upper-right edge; and the Home button, centred below
the display.

Multiple Orientations

iPad works in multiple orientations, so you can use it in portrait or
switch it to landscape to suit your needs. With its built-in
accelerometer, it automatically senses when the orientation has
changed and adjusts the screen so it’s always right side up. You
can also lock the screen orientation, so that it doesn’t change
when you don’t expect it.
