Test of Early Mathematics Ability 

(TEMA-3)

in numbering skills, number-comparison facility, 

numeral literacy, mastery of number facts, calculation 

skills, and understanding of concepts.

Norm-referenced test measures the mastery of early

Achievement

Assessment identifies and descries students' strengths 

and weaknesses. The 3 oral diagnostic tests include 

spelling, reading and math fluency.

Individually administered test. It includes both norm-

referenced and informal assessments.
