Causes

• Churches interest in making money not 

saving souls
• Indulgences – selling pardon to go to heaven

• Leaders in the church took on political • Leaders in the church took on political 

roles

• Political leaders like kings wanted more 

individual power

• Lived in Germany

• Started the Lutheran religion

• Did not like selling of indulgences• Did not like selling of indulgences

• Belief in God is important not church 

leaders

• Pope Leo X excommunicated him in 1521

• A break from the church no for religious 

reasons

• King wanted to divorce his wife Catherine 

of Argon because she could not have a of Argon because she could not have a 

son (couple had a daughter – Mary)

• Catholic Church said no to divorce

• Henry divorced and remarried 6 times

• Anglican Church was born today

• Huguenots – people of France that 

followed Calvinism

• Reformed the Catholic Church from within

• Founded the Jesuit order (order of 

teachers)teachers)
