Punic War I 

264-241 B.C. 

 

 

 

Between Carthage in Northern 

Africa and Rome over Sicily 

 

Carthage controlled Sicily, 

Sardinia and Corsica until Rome 

invaded  

 

Battle lasted 20 plus years 

 

Rome takes Sicily and Sardinia Rome had no navy so they 

copied the types of ships 

Carthage used 

 

As a child Hannibal was 

humiliated by Carthage loss 

Hannibal promised his dad 

revenge on Rome 

 

 

 

Punic War II 

218-133 B.C. 

 

 

 

 

 

Hannibal from Carthage lead army 

 

Brought Elephants into Hispania 

(Spain)and tried to attack Italy 

from the north by going over the 

mountains 

 

Winter had set into the mountains 

and Hannibal lost half his army  

First 2 years of the war Hannibal 

was victorious in northern Italy 

 

Scipio prevented Hannibal from 

getting reinforcements 

 

Romans went to attack Carthage and 

Hannibal returned to Africa  

Hannibal retreats to Asia 

Carthage, Gaul, and Hispania 

or Spain was made into a 

province of Rome 

 

All the horses and all but one 

elephant perished in 

mountains 

 

 

 

Punic War III 

149-146 B.C. 

 

 

 

 

 

Some Romans still hated Carthage 

 

Decided to crush the city and take 

slaves 

Carthage destroyed 

  

No longer a threat 

Rome expands its empire all
