Factor How it lead to the industrial revolution in Great Britain

Agricultural revolution It leads to the Industrial revolution in Great Britain 
because there were more landowners that gave them

Economic freedom Many people especially business people started to invest 
in manufacturing for new inventions.

Stable Government Britain had a stable government because they had a wise 
structure for bank system.

Transportation During industrial revolution, water transportation 
developed. For instance, steam engine facilitation a 
network of canals, or cost of transporting raw materials 
more easily .
