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[  Japan- a transit and destlnatlon country for women and children who are trafficked from
China, Southeast Asia, Eastern Europe, and Latin America for sexual and labor exploitation

» Trafficking victims forced into sexual exploitation in strip clubs, sex shops, hostess bars, etc.

o Traffickers are part of Japanese organized crime groups, especially the Yakuza.

& Most women recruited were completely deceived about the purpose of their recruitment.

» Deceptive recruitment methods include:

- promise of different kind of work

- promise of higher wages

- promise of fair living accommodation

- not informed about debt prior to arrival

® Victims hampered by their lack of Japanese, lack of understanding of Japanese welfare/labour/
legal systems, and support from friends or family.
