“A young man should be a good son at
home and an obedient young man abroad,
sparing of speech but trustworthy in what
he says, and should love the multitude at
large but cultivate the friendship of his
fellow men. If he has any energy to spare
from such action, let him devote it to
making himself cultivated.™

“Conduct the funeral of your parents with
meticulous care and let not sacrifices to
your remote ancestors be forgotten, and
the virtue of the common people will
incline towards fullness.”®

“To govern is to correct. If you set an
example by being correct, who would
dare to remain incorrect?’

“For Gentlemen of purpose and men of
benevolence while it is inconceivable that
they should seek to stay alive at the
expense of benevolence, it may happen
that they have to accept death in order to
have benevolence accomplished.””
