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WHAT HAPPENS?

® Trafficked children, women and men are
forced into jobs such as prostitution, forced
labour, illegal marriage, pre-mature child
bearing, illegal adoption, drug hoarding and
selling and general crime.

® Their families are tricked into selling them
with profits as little as $20.

® Most of the trafficked persons are unaware
as to what they are getting in to.

o THE UNITED KINGDOM:

® Trafficking does occur in the United
Kingdom

® Most commonly, it occurs with Eastern
Europeans being tricked into working in
the UK for criminals, pimps or drug lords
with news of job opportunities in
“waitressing” or “child minding”

® However, trafficking also comes from
within the United Kingdom itself.




COUNTRY PROFILES:

® CONTINUED...

® Many young women are trafficked into
prostitution from all areas of the UK

® As well as this, the Irish Mob and the
Northern England Mafioso have been
known in the past to draft young children
into their plans.

® As it stands, the UK are the largest
supporters of STOP THE TRAFFIK.




COUNTRY PROFILES:

® The USA:

® As is the case in the UK the trafficking that
occurs in the USA is largely sexual slavery
and assistance in drug trafficking.

® The USA are members of STOP THE
TRAFFIK as well as Amnesty International
and a number of their own charities set up
to help fight human trafficking.

® The USA is still a large importer of
trafficked persons along with many of the
other developed nations.

® Eastern Europe:

® Eastern Europe is one of the most
“sought-after” places for children and
women for trafficking.
