As
the teacher moves through the evaluation process, he or she considers and notes the
match between the student’s unique characteristics and the app. In another option,
the teacher develops an app resource notebook or database to evaluate apps without
a particular student in mind. The teacher might form a team of people including
parents, paraprofessionals, other teachers, and related service personnel to help with
this effort. When a student needs an app, teachers can refer to this notebook or
database to find an appropriate app for the student.

After you have filled out the form, you may save it and/or print it. But remember,
always keep a blank back-up, master copy.
