In December of 1606 three ships,the Susan Constant, Godspeed and 
Discovery, departed from London for the New World in search of 
wealth for the investors in the Virginia Company of London.


After a long five-month journey taking the southern equatorial route to 
North America the three ships landed at Cape Henry at the mouth of 
the Chesapeake Bay. On May 14, 1607 the group under the command 
of Captain Christopher Newport and Edward Maria Wingfield selected 
a place on the James River to build their fort, James Forte.
