Conditional tense; reported
speech

do

2" Trimester

Present perfect tense

Use present perfect to talk about things that have happened in
the near past.

2" Trimester

Past perfect and future perfect
Pg. 363, 368

Use the past perfect tense to communicate about an event
that has already occurred (or not occurred) at a specific
moment in the past

Use the future perfect tense to express what will have
happened by a certain time in the future

2" Trimester

Imperfect and perfect
subjunctive

Use the imperfect subjunctive to talk about hopes, doubts,
emotions and opinions in the past.

Use the subjunctive form of the verb “haber” to communicate
how you feel about events that have occurred recently or that
have occurred in the past.

2" Trimester

Si clauses and past progressive

Express a hypothesis using “si clauses”.

Use past progressive to say that an action was in the progress.
