The cost of the carriage will go down. Soon we shall be able to buy one for the price of a
horse.

There is a buzzing
sound of electricity. The brake is then unlocked. Away drives the carriage. When it is
moving, the noise is much less. It rides smoothly and turns corners well.

Horses Are Startled

Just ahead of us is a country woman driving a horse. The woman is curious. She pays
more attention to the horseless carriage than to her horse. She pulls her horse toward us.
The horseless carriage easily avoids a crash, though. If needed, the brake could have
stopped us.

Horses fear the horseless carriage. They move back quickly as it passes. One horse we
passed was tied up beside the road. It jumped and broke his rope. It wildly ran
off. Perhaps it can guess that horses will soon be replaced.

As we ride along, children see the horseless carriage. They run alongside of it. Some try to
hang onto the back.

Along the beach the horseless carriage gets more attention. The bathers in the water turn
and watch us. The horseless carriage is so unusual that most of them laugh at first. Then
they calm down and begin to think seriously about it.

All along the way, people run out and look at the horseless carriage. They want one for
themselves. The ride is smooth. The carriage is so comfortable and fast. Driving it is so
easy. There is almost no danger at all. This carriage has been driven on crowded streets,
and it has never been in any accident. An afternoon’s ride in a horseless carriage makes a
person want to own one.

When we have better roads, we shall see many more horseless carriages in the West. Even
horse-owners will start buying them.
