A good solution for structuring the use cases is the introduction of so-called 'summary use cases' (Cockburn, 2001). A summary use case describes the user-system interaction on a high-
level where each step is itzelf a use case. If summary use cases are not used, another type of overview must indicate the relationships between the different use caszes.

If an overview does not exist, the readers of the requirements specification will have a very hard time to grasp the functionality of the entire systemn. If the functionality is not clear, readers

will overlook items and create inconsistencies in their follow-up work.
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
