5-STEP LESSON PLAN FORMAT

In order to more effectively engage students in learning and to build their proficiency over
time, there are typically five steps to each lesson in the world language classroom. The five
steps you should plan for in your lessons are the following:

1. Setting the stage

In what way will you activate students’ prior knowledge and experience to help them
relate to today's lesson? This should be a brief fun activity that motivates students and
accesses earlier learning. Communicating the learning objective to students is also an
important part of this step.

2. Comprehensible (target language) input

Using the target language, the teacher models the new material (this also
pertains to practice with older content as well). Target language instruction can
be accomplished from day one through the use of TPR, realia, pictures/media,
cognates, efc.

3. Guided practice

The students practice a new function using teacher-prepared materials. These activities
should increase in difficulty and should be directly related to the learning objective of
the lesson.

4. Independent practice

The students generate communicative language in realistic situations -this is only after
students have demonstrated proficiency through guided practice.

5. Evaluation and closure

The students show evidence of what they have learned. In a language class, if the goal is
communication, assessment should often be performance-based and directly related to
learning objectives. Consider the use of multi-modal assessments and student self-
assessments as well.
