1644: Parliament charters
Narragansett Bay (Rhode [sland)
with frecdom of refigion.
1645-47: Virginia Royalist
govenor Sir William Berkeley
&jects Puritans, who mostly go te
Maryland, serding present-day

Annapolis, which they name
Providence.

1645: Marylnd Puritans seize St.
Mary's, the Catholic capital of
Calvert’s colany, but the Calverts
rctake it in 1646.

1649: On execution of Charles 1,
Maryland and Virginia recognize

" Charles IT as king.

1652: Parliament comumissioners
arrive to "reduce” the Royali
governments of Maryland and
Virginia, Sir William Berkeley
deposed in Virginia.

1654: Puritans in Maryland disen-
franchise Catholics ana?high-chumh
Anglicans.

1635: Maryland Puritans defeat
Anglican-Cathelic forces at the
Battle of the Severn near Annapolis,
But a senlement is reached two
years later.

1660: The Restoratdon brings back
the Calverts in Maryland and
Berkeley in Virginia, but the New
England Puritans retain their
<harters.
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
