HOW T WORKS.
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Be it enacted, That all
persons within the jurisdiction
of the United States shall be
entitled to the full and equal
enjoyment of the
accommodations,
advantages, facilities, and
privileges of inns, public
conveyances on land or
water, theaters, and other
places of public amusement;
subject only to the conditions
and limitations established by
law, and applicable alike to
citizens of every race and
color, regardless of any
previous condition of
servitude.

The Civil Rights Act of 1875 was
rarely enforced and was eventually
overturned by a Supreme Court
decision in 1883.

AN ACT

To enforce the constitutional right to vote, to confer jurisdiction

»ow

upon the district courts of the United States to provide
injunctive relief against discrimination in public accommoda-
tions, to authorize the Attorney General to institute suits
to protect constitutional rights in public facilities and public
education, to extend the Commission on Civil Rights, to
prevent discrimination in federally assisted programs, to
establish a Commission on Equal Employment Opportunity,
and for other purposes.

Be it enacted by the Senate and House of Representa-
tives of the United States of America in Congress assembled,
That this Act may be cited as “The Civil Rights Act of
1963”.

ILLEGAL

Federal law prohibits discrimination because of RACE, COLOR, RELIGION,
NATIONAL ORIGIN, SEX, AGE (40 YEARS AND OVER), AND/OR PHYSICAL
OR MENTAL HANDICAP AND RETALIATION FOR PARTICIPATING IN
ACTIVITIES PROTECTED BY THE CIVIL RIGHTS STATUTES.

Employees or applicants for employment with NOAA who believe that they
have been discriminated or retaliated against may contact an EEO Counselor.
