Aboriginal Story Play Script

CHARACTERS

Minji: young woman

Justin: frog (husband), narrator(part 2)

Jenny: village chief, town & frog person

Lisa: sister, town & frog person, man who proposes to the young woman, guard 2

Cindy: chief frog, town & frog person, narrator(part 1), guard, man #1

Narrator: Once, there was a young woman who was very proud. She was the daughter
of the village chief. Many young men wanted to marry her, but she turned down every
single one of them.

Lisa: (on her knees)Please marry me!!

Minji: No! I’'m too good for you.

(Minji goes offstage and Narrator comes to the center)

Narrator: One day, Minji and her sister Lisa were walking beside the big lake near the
village.

Lisa: Wow look at the frogs

Minji: Eww they’re so ugly--!!Ugh..l hate those frogs

(Minji picks up one frog and hits it)

Lisa: eww!!don’t touch them

Minji: You are the ugliest of all! None of the frogs will even want to marry you!!Eww



(Minji throws the frog back on the floor)

Narrator: Night fell, and the young woman was getting ready to sleep when she heard a
knock on her door.

Minji: (yawns) Who is it?!?7?7?7?

(goes and opens the door, sees the young man and is surprised)

Miniji: oh....... god......... you are HOT / Oh my gosh! | want to marry you! YAY!

Justin: Umm... of course i wanna marry

Minji: Hmm... wait, if | marry you | cant go clubbing

Justin: okay.. Will you marry me and follow me to see my parents?

Minji: Yes!!

(Minji follows Justin out of the room)

Narrator: They went to the lake in which the frogs lived. When they reached the water,

they went inside the pond instead of stopping there. The next day....

GUARDS!! GO FIND HER!!!

(Guard 1 calls the other guard)

Guard 1: Hey, I'm too tired and lazy to look for her. Let’s just tell the chief that she’s
dead and go play!!

Guard 2 (on the phone): okay!lLet’s meet in front of the gate and go in together.

Guard 1, 2 (to the chief): We’re very sorry, but we couldn’t find her anywhere. We think
she’s dead.

(while the chief is sad the guards turn around and runs to the gate, laughing)



Narrator (changes to Justin): The chief and the villagers mourned for the “dead” woman.
But after a few weeks, a man was walking by the lake and saw the young woman
among the frogs.

Man 1: OMG that’s the “dead” daughter of the chief!! | must go tell the chief

(the man runs to the chief and tells him)

Man 1: | saw your beautiful daughter by the big lake! But when | went closer to her, the
frogs around her dragged her down the lake.

Chief: WHAT????0h my god!!! THE GUARDS SAID THAT SHE DIED!!!! | AM SO
GOING TO FIRE THOSE GUARDS!! Hey!! call those guards!!

(The guards are playing cards)

Guard 1: What??The chief is calling me?

Guard 2: Ugh.. | guess he found out that we lied to him

Guard 1: do you want to run away??

Guard 2: sure! let’s go right at THIS MOMENT!!

Narrator: The two guards ran away to a far place, while the chief was thinking how to
get his daughter back from the frogs.

Chief: | NEED A PLAN. hmmmm... LET’S GO AND GIVE THE FROG PEOPLE SOME
GOODS

Narrator: The chief and the town people placed food and fine robes on the bank. The
chief’s daughter came out to the bank with the frogs to get the goods, but when the
town people tried to go close to her they pulled her under the water again.

Chief: | think the goods are not enough for the frog people. Let’s dig a trench connecting

the lake so the water would drain.



(The town people start to dig a trench, and the water drains)

Chief Frog: Those humans are destroying our homes!! Let’s just give the young woman
back or else we’re all going to die. Call the village chief right now and tell him to come
and get his daughter!

(Chief Frog gets his phone and calls the chief)

(Chief on the phone)

Chief: What?? Really?? Okay, | will go with my other daughter immediately.

Narrator: The chief and his daughter Lisa headed down the lake to meet the chief frog.
Lisa: Ugh! The frogs were mad all because Miniji insulted them!! Why do | have to go get

her?? I’'m really tired right now.

Lisa: Okay, fine!!!

(Chief and the frog chief meets, and the chief gets his daughter Minji back)

Chief: Oh, my daughter, you are back!!! You kind of smell like a frog and you’re covered
with mud, but I’'m so happy that you came back!!

Minji: Ribbit Ribbit Ribbit Ribbit!!

Lisa: What are you saying?

Minji: Ribbit!!! Ribbit!!!

Lisa: Ahh!! Shut up and let me teach you our language again!! How can you forget your

own language??

Narrator: Minji couldn’t speak the language of the people for a while, but she learned

quickly, and her family lived happily ever after



(Minji comes up the stage alone, with the spotlight)

Minji: Yay, I'm free!!!
