FIVE IDEAS FOR INTERVIEW SITUATIONS (5 points)

(list interviewer, interviewee, and setting)

1. interviewer - a student at culinary school, who is really lazy to cook his own food

2. interviewee - a master cook, 68 years old, he can make lobster cook itself into a nice
delicious meal.



3. setting - in the kitchen of the El Mar, the famous seafood restaurant owned by the
CooK.

4. interviewer - a fisherman who studying the psychology of amphibian creatures

5. interviewee - a cook that can turn sea creatures into people by fryiing them with
secret sauce

CHOSEN IDEA (1 point)

Cook who makes his ingredients come alive and cook itself. The interviewer is from The
Monsters of the Deep Sea Part IV and he wants to know if the cook can make the giant
squid cook itself into a delicious squid pasta. The interviewer goes over to El Mar, the
best seafood restaurant located in the middle of the pacific ocean.

TEN IDEAS FOR QUESTIONS OR EVENTS DURING THE INTERVIEW (10 points)

1. Oliver james comes on board the restaurant El Mar, to be greeted by Mr. Heimer, the
master cook

2. Oliver James asks about the concept of cooking and how that applies to the science
of the cook’s work. He is doubtful.

Oliver James, brings along with him a goldfish, to test the man, and the man makes the
shrimp cook itself into a nice butter prawn barbeque.

3. Oliver James begins the interview, and Mr. Heimer is very reluctant to unveil the
secret to his ability

4. Mr. Heimer begins to tell his story, about how he was raised in congo and he
accidently stumbled upon a hidden magical berry which gave him the powers to
communicate with animals.

5. The power of persuasion has enabled Mr. Heimer to make seacreatures cook them

into delicious foods. It is a sick voodoo magic.

6. Oliver James, now asks the big question - can you make the giant squid cookitself
into a delicious squid pasta



7. Mr. Heimer accepts the offer.

8. Oliver James summons the squid

9. The squid is too powerful mentally and begins to destroy the ship

10. Mr. Heimer calls on the seaturtles to help. This conflict deteriorates into an all out
sea war and Mr. Heimer is to save the fate of humanity from the wrath of the gigantic
squids.

SCRIPT/QUESTIONS - (minimum 10 Questions and Answers) (10 points)

OJ: Hello, | am currently at El Mar, the legendary seafood restaurant, located in the
middle of the Pacific Ocean, to meet the amazing Mr. heimer - the cook that can make
his lobsters and fish cook themselves into delicious seafood dishes. Well, | hope my 47
hour boat ride pays off. There he comes!

Mr. Heimer: Who are you, and what are you doing in my ship! We are Closed for today
cant you read?

OJ: Mr. Heimer, my name is oliver james, and | am a freshman at the culinary school of
seafoods for cool doods. | am, and the whole world is amazed at your ability to make
your ingredients cook themselves into food. | would like to

Mr. Heimer: I'm not interested. Shoo, Scram, | need my rest

OJ: Please Mr. Heimer! | just need one interview! Cooking is my passion, just as it is
yours. It is my dream to become the number one cook in the world

Mr. Heimer: okay do it quick.

OJ: Thank you for joining us. So Mr. Heimer, when did you first learn about your
amazing ability?

Mr. Heimer: As a child, | was raised in Congo; a nasty humid, mystical place of wild,
untamed animals and vast savannas. One day, | was hiking and stumbled upon a small

OJ: Wow, which animals can you converse with?

OJ: Then, why did you become a chef?

Mr. Heimer: Haha, | am no chef. | just convince animals to kill themselves by giving
them a false image of an amazing afterlife. You see, | do not cook, they cook
themselves.

OJ: Interesting.

Mr. Heimer: | decided to run a restaurant because | love seafood, and | find it very easy
convincing stupid sea animals to cook themselves to sate our tastebuds.

OJ: How do you do that?

Mr. H: Well, its very simple really, animals are very gullible. Especially Seacreatures.
They know nothing other than the little sea world that they live in. They are narrow
minded. Mammals are somewhat more intelligent - they perceive the world as do
humans, and interact with us. Hence they are more enlightened to the world than are
sea animals.

OJ: Wow, thats cool
