To record, you can use a webcam, a digital recorder, a cell phone, a tape recorder, an 

mp3 player, or free recording software like Audacity (available for free download at 

http://audacity.sourceforge.net/) or Garage Band.  If you have no means to record yourself, 

please see Mr. Gottesman personally to make arrangements.  Please do not add effects or 

excessive editing; you will not be judged on the quality of your recording, only the quality of 

your playing.  IMPORTANT:  When using Audacity, be sure to EXPORT your file, and 

send me the exported version.  Sending the saved audacity file will not include any audio. 

 

If you 

are using a tape recorder, you can deliver your tape personally or put it under the band room 

door. You may also upload your recording to a site like Youtube or Vimeo and send me the link.
