WHEN TO KEEP YOUR CHILD AT HOME
When your child:

o Has signs of being unwell, i.e. grizzly,
unsettled, listless or tired
o Has a high temperature or appears very hot
o Is complaining of, or appears to have a sore
tummy, throat or ears
. Has a continuous cough
o Has had diarrhoea or vomiting in the past 24
hours and not able to eat their normal food
o Has had diarrhoea and vomiting within the
last 48 hours
o Has weeping, red eyes and/or a yellow
discharge around the eyes
o Has broken skin sores
o Has become ill with a communicable disease

eg measles, chickenpox.

If you are unsure, call your child’s school or public
health nurse.

Please inform your school if your child is going to
be kept home due to illness.
