Rank these five skills against each other,  

from 5 (highest) to 1 (lowest):  
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My introduction “hooks” the 
reader in an interesting way. 
All my ideas are presented in a 
logical sequence. 
The transitions show where my 
idea/story moves forward. 
The organization of the whole 
piece feels natural, not forced. 
My conclusion leaves the 
reader satisfied. 
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
