About 60 years before Columbus discovered America, a Chinese explorer named
Zheng He led seven voyages to explore Africa and Asia.

Zheng He was born in Yunnan province, China. He came from a Muslim family. Both
his grandfather and father had made journeys to Mecca and Zheng He was fascinated
by the tales of far away lands that he heard during his childhood. He loved fo listen to
mysterious Arabian stories and the adventures of Marco Polo.

When Zheng He was 12 years old, he was captured in an army attack. He was sent to
work in the Imperial Court and eventually became an important advisor to Emperor Cheng
Zu. He became known as "San Bao", which means "Three Jewels". Because of his high
intelligence and achievements during battles, he won the trust of Emperor Cheng Zu and
was chosen to lead diplomatic missions to the West.

For 28 years, from 1405 to 1433, Zheng He led a massive "Treasure Fleet” and fraveled
to the West seven times. On these voyages he crossed the China Sea, the Red Seaq, the
Indian Ocean, and even reached the east coast of Africa during his 4th voyage. His fleet
consisted of more than 200 ships that carried 2,800 crewmen which included sailors,
soldiers, engineers, and interpreters. Zheng He visifed more than 30 countries and
presented gifts of teq, silk, gold, silver, and porcelain from China. In return he received
spices, ivory, medicines, pearls and rare animals fo take back to China.

Zheng He's voyages were a great contribution to the progress of navigation in his fime.
During the fime of his voyages many kings, ambassadors and businessmen fraveled to
China. It is noteworthy that his first voyage was completed 87 years before Columbus
sailed to America and 116 years before Magelian's voyage to Southeast Asia.
