TR EBFITTERE oo eeeeeeses e 367
Zheng He, the greatest explorer in Chinese history, is known for his seven voyages to the western
oceans. This reading provides a brief introduction about his background, his adventurous voyages,
and his contributions to the world.

Most western school children learn about the famous European explorers and their
discoveries; Christopher Columbus in 1492, Vasco Da Gama in 1498, and Ferdinand Magellan from

1519-1521. However, Zheng He completed his voyages decades before theirs and his fleets were
significantly larger.

In 2005, China celebrated the 600th anniversary of this great explorer whose voyages and contributions

to the world should be recognized and remembered. 5
