Currently the City of Dilworth has placed stickers on inlets to hopefully stem illicit discharges directly in to the storm sewer
system. The City also distributes brochures with erosion and sediment runoff prevention with all new housing permits and
also has additional copies available at City Hall. Every year the City places information on the local access channel about
not letting grass clippings enter in to the storm sewer system.

The State of Minnesota has mandated all of these new regulations and expect the City's listed to comply without offering any
financial assistance to the smaller cities who are burdoned with these requirements.

Considering all that is mentioned above, the City of Dilworth requests a re-evaluation of wheter or not Dilworth should be
considered an MS4 City. This request does not mean that the City takes stormwater management lightly and intends to
continue to protect the waters of the state through all means available. It is a request that the City be removed from the MS4
designation to eliminate the annual reporting requirements and other things that take up valuable resources in man hours of
staff and the expense of hiring outside consultants to assist in reporting requirements.
