The City of Minnetonka Beach is a small community consisting of primarily single family residential lots. The only non-
residential land uses are a golf course/country club (Lafayette Club) and a Church. The typical construction projects
within the City are residential projects less than one acre. Since land is at a premium, projects that require de-watering
or temporary sediment basins do not apply to the City. The City will develop a construction inspection program which
will address rainfall events in its construction schedule.

4, Mitigation provisions: The permittee’s regulatory mechanism(s) shall ensure that any
stormwater discharges of TSS and/or TP not addressed on the site of the original construction
activity are addressed through mitigation and, at a minimum, shall ensure the following
requirements are met:

a. Mitigation project areas are selected in the following order of preference: [JYes X No

1) Locations that yield benefits to the same receiving water that receives runoff from the
original construction activity.

2) Locations within the same Minnesota Department of Natural Resource (DNR)
catchment area as the original construction activity.

3) Locations in the next adjacent DNR catchment area up-stream
4) Locations anywhere within the permittee’s jurisdiction.
b. Mitigation projects must involve the creation of new structural stormwater BMPs or the []Yes X No

retrofit of existing structural stormwater BMPs, or the use of a properly designed regional
structural stormwater BMP.

This
only includes structural stormwater BMPs constructed after the effective date of this permit and
that are directly connected to the permittee’s MS4, and that are in the permittee’s jurisdiction.

The current City ordinance does not address limitations, mitigation provisions. Since the City is limited in size and has
very little open space, off-site mitigation is not an option. The City does not allow projects which cannot meet the water
quality and water quantity requirements on-site. TheMinnehaha Creek Watershed District has permitting authority over
all BMPs constructed in the City and require maintenance agreements with the owners to ensure proper long-term
function of the BMP. The City will update the ordinance as necessary to clarify its stance on limitations and mitigation.

At this time the enforcement of the long-term maintenance agreement is held by the MCWD.

In 2009, The City of Minnetonka Beach signed a memorandum of understanding (MOU)with the Minnehaha Creek
Watershed District (MCWD) that authorized the MCWD to exercise regulatory authority within the City. Both the City
and the MCWD have language in their rules to address long-term maintenance by having agreements recorded along
with the deed of the property.
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If the City of Minnetonka Beach elects to re-claim regulatory authority from the MCWD, it would be also responsible
under the watershed rules to enforce the MCWD long-term maintenance standards.

City Ordinance:

“An agreement assigning maintenance responsibility to the property owner and providing remedies should the property
owner not maintain and repair the Treatment Control, Source and Design Standards will be executed between the City
and a property owner. The agreement would be recorded among the deed records at the County Recorder’s Office so
that it would run with the title to the land.”

MCWD Standard:

“All stormwater management structures and facilities must be designed for maintenance access and properly
maintained in perpetuity to assure that they continue to function as designed. Permit applicants must provide a
maintenance plan that identifies and protects the design, capacity and functionality of onsite and offsite stormwater
management facilities; specifies the methods, schedule and responsible parties for maintenance; provides for the
maintenance in perpetuity of the facility; and contains at a minimum the requirements in the District’s standard
maintenance declaration. The plan will be recorded on the deed in a form acceptable to the District. A public entity
assuming the maintenance obligation may do so by filing with the District a document signed by an official with
authority”

Feasible construction projects in the future involve small scale landscape projects and removal and replace home
construction. While Lake Minnetonka abuts the City on the north and south borders, there are only three wetlands within the
City boundary. Two constructed ponds in the City are actually water hazards on the private golf course. The undeveloped
tracts of land within the City are large residential lots, park land or golf course property, none of which is likely to be
developed in the near future. The City has a staff of 3.5 FTE's, one in a public works position, a City Administrator and a City
Clerk and a part-time office clerk on limited working hours. The majority of work in the City SWPPP is contracted out to a
third party and organized and filed by City staff.

The City plans to meet all the requirements of the NPDES MS4 permit by revising the City SWPPP as necessary and
creating partnerships with the Minnehaha Creek Watershed District and private contracts.
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
