 5. Long-term maintenance of structural stormwater BMPs:  The permittee’s regulatory 
mechanism(s) shall provide for the establishment of legal mechanisms between the permittee 
and owners or operators responsible for the long-term maintenance of structural stormwater 
BMPs not owned or operated by the permittee, that have been implemented to meet the 
conditions for post-construction stormwater management in the Permit (Part III.D.5.a(2)).

Evaluate, Draft and Develop a ERP that covers the following information. Example from other 
community. 

(a) Notice of violation.  

(1) Upon discovering that a person has violated a prohibition or failed to meet a requirement of 
this section, under the provisions of this article the city administrator or designee shall serve a 
notice upon the owner of the property upon which the nuisance exists. Such notice shall be given 
by certified mail at the last known address as shown on the property tax records of the county. 
Such notice shall advise that a nuisance exists and require the property owner to abate the 
nuisance within a reasonable time, as established by the city administrator or designee and 
stated in the notice. Such time shall not be less than 14 days. Such notice may require without 
limitation:  

     a. The performance of monitoring, analyses, and reporting; 

     b. The elimination of illicit connections or discharges; 

     c. That violating discharges, practices, or operations shall cease and desist; 

     d. The abatement or remediation of stormwater pollution or contamination hazards and the 
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restoration of any affected property; and  

     e. Payment of a fine to cover administrative and remediation costs; and 

     f. The implementation of source control or treatment BMPs. 

(2) Such notice shall also advise the property owner of the right to request a hearing before the 
city administrator or designee to contest the contents of the notice.  

(3) If requested by the person upon whom the notice is served under subsection (a) of this 
section, a hearing before the city administrator or designee shall be held at which the person 
may contest the contents of the notice. The request for such a hearing must be made within five 
days after receipt of the notice provided for in subsection (a) of this section. After such hearing 
the city administrator or designee may affirm the notice, modify the notice or quash the notice.  

(4) If the property owner does not abate the nuisance as required by the notice provided for in 
subsection (a) of this section and has not requested a hearing before the city administrator or 
designee under subsection (2) of this section, authorized agents of the city shall abate the 
nuisance. The cost of such abatement shall be collected as a special assessment against the 
property upon which the nuisance was located.  

(5) If the property owner requests a hearing before the city administrator or designee under 
subsection (2) of this section, no abatement actions shall be taken until the hearing is held. If 
after the hearing the city administrator or designee affirms or modifies the notice and the 
nuisance is not abated as provided in the notice as affirmed or modified, authorized agents of the 
city shall abate the nuisance. The cost of such abatement shall be collected as a special 
assessment against the property upon which the nuisance was located.  

(6) Nothing in this section prevents abatement by the city of a public nuisance without notice and 
hearing in the case of an emergency in which there is an immediate and direct threat to the 
public health or safety. The expense of such an emergency abatement shall be collected as a 
special assessment against the property upon which the nuisance was located.

- Silver Lake Excess Nutrient TMDL: 0.55 lbs/day Phosphorus 
To meet the target load of 0.55 lbs/day the stormwater WLAs were further broken down into target loads 
for each MS4.  Target loads were derived through a set of stakeholder input meetings.  Target loads are 
set to existing modeled loads for the majority of the regulated sources with the exception of St. Anthony 
and Columbia Heights.   Existing loads from Anoka County, Hennepin County, Minneapolis, New Brighton, 
and Ramsey County Public Works were very small compared with existing loads from Columbia Heights 
and St. Anthony, and much of the runoff is treated in existing stormwater facilities.  The drainage area 
map (SILVER LAKE TMDL, right) indicates drainage areas within New Brighton that drain to Silver Lake.  
The blue areas drain to ponds within New Brighton before discharging into St. Anthony, and each blue 
area then combines with green areas to be treated again at ponding and wetland basins within St. 
Anthony before reaching Silver Lake.  The existing and proposed loading from the CIty of New Brighton is 
0.02 lbs/day.   
 
The MS4's agreed to focus reductions in Columbia Heights and St. Anthony, as there were already 
planned projects and programs in place with those communities to address the needed reductions.  St. 
Anthony and Columbia Heights target loads were determined by dividing the remaining allowable load 
proportionally according to the area of each community.  The baseline year for accounting for 
achievement of the target loads is 2007.  With these targeted improvements St. Anthony Village is 
projecting a reduction of 31.5 lbs/year, and Columbia Heights 6.8 lbs/year.  
 
Specific BMP's in New Brighton 
Sweeping 
New Brighton sweeps residential streets on a regular basis. At a minimum twice per calendar year.  
However, it should be noted that a larger percentage of the impervious street and parking lot areas 
contributing runoff to Silver Lake are privately owned, or maintained by Ramsey County. 
 
Ponding 
All of the runoff that New Brighton sends to Silver Lake is treated within a ponding or wetland basin.  Of 
these features, only two of the ponds within New Brighton are  the Cities responsibility.  These ponds area 
located within drainage areas HP-049, and HP-057.  HP-049 flows to HP-057, and HP-057 is routed 
through one pollution control device.   This structure is inspected on an annual basis. If maintenance is 
needed the BMP is cleaned or repaired.   In 2011 the pond within HP-057 was being artificially drawn 
down through the outlet structure.  The outlet structure was then replaced (located at 11 Wexford Drive) 
with an internal weir wall for skimming, and the pond continues to function as designed (POND HP 057, 
lower right). 
 
Storm Sewer 
During a 2013 Street Rehabilitation project the City included sumped catch basins and a SAFL Baffle in an 
effort to deposit the sediment within the structure, rather than in the stormwater ponds.  These 
improvements were not intended to remove phosphorus, but to prevent sediment build up within 
existing ponds. 
 
Education 
Published in our annual spring/summer City Wide Newsletter- 
Easy Ways to Reduce Water Pollution 
  
Best Management Practices (BMPs) are actions you can take to reduce non-point source water pollution. 
Even if you don’t own water front property, the things you do to your home, farm, and yard directly impact 
the quality of our lakes, streams, and wetlands. The stormwater that passes over your land, driveway, and 
sidewalk travels directly from your property to the nearest body of water (lake, stream or wetland). The 
runoff entering your curbside storm drain is not “cleaned” or treated before entering our lakes, streams or 
wetlands. 
  
Pollutions in runoff may include sediment, yard chemicals, automotive fluids, pet or farm animal waste, 
and other debris. Listed below are best management practices that you can use at your home or farm to 
reduce non-point source pollution.  
  
Household Best Management Practices (BMPs)-  
• Sweep up yard chemicals that spill onto hard surfaces. 
• Clean up pet waste and dispose of it in the trash. Pet waste contains nutrients as well as harmful 
bacteria. 
• Sweep grass clippings off the street, driveway, or sidewalk after mowing. Grass clippings can add 
phosphorus to our waters. Remove leaves and other plant debris from the street. 
• Don’t pour any waste down the storm drain. 
• Wash your car on the lawn or take it to a commercial car wash. Waste water at a commercial car wash 
is treated through the sanitary sewer system. 
• Plant a rain garden. 
• Allow stormwater and melting snow to soak into your yard as much as possible. 
• Direct your downspout to your lawn or into a rain barrel for watering at a later date. 
• Avoid directing runoff onto hard, impervious surfaces such as the driveway or sidewalk.  
 
Future Opportunities 
With any redevelopment in the corridor, New Brighton will enforce Rice Creek Watershed District Rules 
which include BMP's such as infiltration or biofiltration which could further enhance the water leaving the 
City of New Brighton.

Land Excavation and Reclamation
Article 1. General Conditions, §§ 14-1--14-15

 Article 1.  General Conditions 

Sec. 14-1. Definitions. 

The definitions in this Section shall apply when these words and phrases are used in this Chapter. 

(1) Earth or Soil. Any material that occurs naturally on the surface of the earth which can be dug, 
plowed, and planted and will sustain plant growth. 

(2) Land Excavation. The extraction of sand, gravel, rock, peat earth, or any other material from the 
ground, whether or not such material is removed from the site of extraction. 

(3) Land Filling. The depositing of materials on land for any purpose other than reclamation. 

(4) Land Reclamation. The reclaiming of land by the depositing of material so as to elevate the grade. 
(Code 1966; Ord. No. 281, 6-22-71; Code of 1988; Code of 2001) 

Sec. 14-2. Exceptions. 

(1) This Chapter shall not apply to any excavation that is necessary for the construction of a structure 
when the structure will replace the excavated materials, and when the excavated materials, which consist 
of clean earth, are to be used in the final grading of the building site.  

(2) However, such excavations shall require issuance of a building permit for the structure. Issuance of 
the permit shall give due consideration to the intended grading work as required by this Chapter and other 
provisions of the City Code. (Code 1966; Ord. No. 281, 6-22-71; Code of 1988; Code of 2001) 
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Sec. 14-3. Enforcement and Penalty. 

The City shall administer and enforce this Chapter and may institute such appropriate actions or 
procedures against a violator as provided by law.  A person shall be guilty of a misdemeanor who has 
obtained a permit and fails to: 

(1) Comply with any of the conditions upon which the permit was issued. 

(2) Complete a land reclamation project in the time prescribed in the permit application. 

(3) Act in accordance with the work authorized by the permit. (Code 1966; Ord. No. 281, 6-22-71; Code 
of 1988)  

Secs. 14-4--14-15. Reserved. (Code of 2001) 
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Article 2.  Permit 

Sec. 14-16. Permit Required. 

A permit shall be required to: 

(1) Excavate land in excess of 100 cubic yards per year.   

(2) Fill land or to reclaim land by filling by depositing material in excess of 100 cubic yards per year.    

(3) Fill or reclaiming land by depositing non-earth materials. (Code 1966; Ord. No. 281, 6-22-71; Code of 
1988; Code of 2001) 

Sec. 14-17. Application. 

Application for a permit shall be made on a form as prescribed by the City and shall include: 

(1) The name and address of the applicant. 

(2) The legal description of the land involved. 

(3) A general description of the work proposed to be done. 

(4) The type of materials to be excavated or filled. 

(5) The time work will commence and be completed. 

(6) The proposed route for hauling of materials. (Code 1966; Ord. No. 281, 6-22-71; Code of 1988; Code 
of 2001) 

Sec. 14-18. Plan Required. 

The application shall be accompanied by a plan showing the existing conditions and topography of the 
land and the proposed completed topography.  A registered professional engineer must complete the plan 
if the area to be excavated, filled, or reclaimed is greater than 12,000 square feet.  (Code 1966; Ord. No. 
281, 6-22-71; Code of 1988; Code of 2001) 

Sec. 14-19. Fee. 

The application fee shall be established by ordinance. (Code 1966; Ord. No. 281, 6-22-71; Code of 1988; 
Code of 2001, Ord. 751, 11-13-2007) 

Sec. 14-20. Bond. 

A bond may be required as a condition precedent to obtaining a permit.  The bond shall be in an amount 
that is deemed sufficient to cover the expense of restoring the site to a reasonable condition. (Code 1966; 
Ord. No. 281, 6-22-71; Code of 1988; Code of 2001) 
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Sec. 14-21. Performance Standards. 

(1) The review of the application shall take into consideration the health, safety, and general welfare of 
the inhabitants of the City.  The permit issued shall include: 

A. Finished grade plan which will not adversely affect the adjacent land.  Said plan shall be a 
condition for issuance of the permit. 
B. Designation of the type of fill or extracted material permitted. 
C. Plans for rodent control and fire control. 
D. Designation of the manner in which the site and adjacent area are to be maintained during the 
operations.
E. Provisions for control of material dispersed by wind and water and from hauling of material to 
or from the site. 
F. Specifications for general maintenance of the site during the operation including systematic 
leveling and landscaping.

(2) Other required performance standards shall be: 
A. Land brought to grade by fill of non-earth material shall be covered with clean earth. 
B. Areas of exposed non-earth fill shall at all times be kept to a minimum. 
C. All non-earth materials shall be non-combustible and in no case shall garbage or other 
combustible material be used as fill unless approved by the City Council as a private or public 
dumping ground. 
D. Landscaping by systematic planting of the excavated, filled, or reclaimed portion of the site 
with cover crops shall be required.  (Code 1966; Ord. No. 281, 6-22-71; Code of 1988; Code of 
2001)

Sec. 14-22. Additional Requirements. 

The City shall have the right to order any positive act to be done in connection with the work to bring the 
operation into compliance with the terms of the permit.  These orders may: 

(1) Require the person responsible for land excavation to refill any excavation site which adversely 
affects the general health, safety, and welfare.  

(2) Require the person responsible for land reclamation to cover any non-earth fill with clean earth if such 
is not done within a reasonable time of the filling or depositing.  

Any such positive act should be performed by the permit holder within thirty calendar days after being 
given written notice of the requirement. No further reclamation or excavation work on the site shall 
proceed until the required act is completed. (Code 1966; Ord. No. 281, 6-22-71; Code of 1988; Code of 
2001)

Sec. 14-23. Revocation. 

The City Council reserves the right to revoke any permit for violation of the conditions of the permit.  
Upon such an order from the Council, further work on the site shall be deemed a violation of this Chapter. 
The City shall have the right to order any positive act to be done in connection with the work to comply 
with the conditions of the permit.  (Code 1966; Ord. No. 281, 6-22-71; Code of 1988) 
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Article 3.  Land Disturbing Activities

Section 14-24.  PERMIT FOR LAND DISTURBING ACTIVITIES 

(1) No construction, reconstruction, development, redevelopment, grading, 
excavation or other activity shall occur without first securing a permit from the City Engineer 
if such activity causes a land disturbance of one acre or more of land or a land disturbance of 
less than one acre if it is a part of a common plan of development of one acre or more. 

(2) The applicant shall submit an erosion and sediment control plan.  The plan 
shall meet the following requirements: 

A. The plan shall be consistent with the Minnesota Pollution Control 
Agency’s Best Management Practices Handbook. 

B. The plan shall describe steps to be taken to control construction impacts 
on water quality such as discarded building materials, concrete truck washout, 
chemicals, litter and sanitary waste. 

C. The plan shall provide 2-foot contour lines with spot elevations of 
proposed grades in relation to existing grades on the subject property and adjacent 
land.  The location and type of erosion control devices shall be clearly labeled. 

D. The plan shall include every effort to minimize disturbances of existing 
ground cover and shall provide that ground cover shall be provided within five (5) days 
after completion of the grading operation or such earlier time as may be provided by 
other law, rate or regulation. Erosion control devices shall not be removed until ground 
cover is established.

E. The plan shall address the management of post development runoff and 
means of assuring the long-term maintenance and operation of best management 
practices and storm water management structures, devices and methods. 

F. If the land disturbing activity involves construction, the plan shall 
include procedures to be followed to control waste, such as discarded building 
materials, concrete truck washout, chemicals, litter, and sanitary waste at the 
construction site that may cause adverse impacts to water quality, all in accordance 
with applicable laws, ordinances, regulations and City policies for such activities. 
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(3) The Engineer may require such additions or modifications to the plan and may 
impose such conditions and restrictions on the permit as the Engineer deems necessary to 
provide water quality protection.  Such conditions may include, but are not limited to: limiting 
the size, kind or character of the proposed development; requiring the construction of 
structures, drainage facilities, storage basins and other facilities; requiring the replacement of 
vegetation; establishing required monitoring procedures; requiring that the work be staged over 
time; requiring the execution and filing of such declarations or agreements as the Engineer 
deems necessary to assure the continuing monitoring and maintenance of all facilities and 
systems; and requiring a performance bond, or other acceptable security, to assure that all 
facilities and systems are constructed as required. 

(4) Every effort shall be made during the permit application process to determine 
the full extent of erosion control required.  However, the City Engineer may require additional 
controls to correct specific site related problems as inspections are performed during 
construction.

(5) All erosion control noted on the approved plan shall be installed prior to the 
initiation of any site grading or construction.

(6) All activities requiring a permit under this section shall conform to all 
requirements of federal, state and local laws, rules and regulations including the Rice Creek 
Watershed District. 

(7) The City Engineer shall inspect and enforce all control measures and shall 
receive and consider reports of non-compliance or other information on construction issues 
related to water quality submitted by members of the public.  Non-compliance with the 
requirements of this section, the approved plan, any conditions or restrictions imposed by the 
City Engineer, or any orders issued by the City Engineer under paragraph (4) of this Section is 
a violation of this Section.  Violation of this Section is a misdemeanor and constitutes grounds 
for the City to issue an order to halt all construction or pursue any other legal or equitable 
remedy to enforce the requirement of this Section.   (Ord No 761 6-24-2008)
