The City of Osseo is
completely built out, therefore any new construction consists mainly of property redevelopment and street/utility
reconstruction projects. Educational articles emphasize citizen best management practices related to stormwater.

Shingle Creek; Chloride (all flow conditions)

The City is not a major contributor of chloride to the watershed, because the City has only 1% of the total lane miles of roadway in the watershed that flow to Shingle Creek. Since the
Shingle Creek Implementation Plan was approved for the chloride TMDL, which was in 2007, the City has addressed each of the stakeholder activities identified in the plan. The City
calibrates its' salt trucks on an annual basis. Bulk salt storage is stored in a salt shed. All of the City's' operators are certified as road salt applicators. Clean-up and snow stockpiling BMPs
are evaluated annually. The City uses ClearLane® enhanced deicer and monitors new products and equipment for effectiveness. This City will continue to maintain these existing BMPs to

ensure they remain sufficient to address any loading generated from our system.
