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According to the new Elementary Language Arts Texas Essential Knowledge and Skills, effective the first day of the 2009-2010 school
year, all components of the Elementary Language Arts block are designed to be taught in the context of authentic literacy. Authentic
literacy means that students will be engaged in the reading, comprehending, and writing of a wide variety of texts across various genres.
All skills and strategies to be mastered during the school year are required to be taught in the context of reading texts and writing texts.
Students will also receive opportunities to practice effective communication skills while sharing knowledge learned during the process of
reading and writing.

Note! It is critical that students are exposed to books and writing opportunities from the very start of the school year. Do not wait to
begin reading and writing instruction. One of the most powerful ways for students to learn about letters and their
corresponding sounds is through the act of interacting with authentic text in the form of books and stories. Students learn a
great deal about letters and sounds in the process of learning to read and write. Teachers must also start modeling reading
and writing starting at the beginning of the school year, as well. Daily modeling is critical because this shows students how
literate adults interact with reading and writing.
