Karen Troembel thanked the Board for looking into the Woodview mobile
concerns. Karen asked the Board how they will address health issues in regard
to the mobiles. Karen thanked Supt. Correll for the mobile plan and
encouraged the Board to approve this plan.

Sondra Adam urged the Board to approve the mobile expansion plan that
Supt. Correll presented.

Supt. Correll commented on how nice and clean all the buildings look for staff
and students who are coming back for the new school year.

Supt. Correll mentioned that the new teacher institute is Wednesday and
Thursday, August 16 and 17.

Supt. Correll informed the Board that District 46 is currently up to 50 new
certified staff and 23 non-certified staff.

Supt. Correll reminded the Board that teacher institute days for all staff are on
Monday and Tuesday, August 21 and 22.

Supt. Correll mentioned that on August 30, the administration will be meeting
with the union for the non-certified staff negotiations.

Supt. Correll mentioned that regulatory compliance management did a fecal
survey on the mobiles. The tests showed that there are no fecal substances in
the mobiles.

Supt. Correll informed the Board there are currently 198 ESL students. If the

numbers continue to increase, the Board may be asked to approve additional
ESL staff.

Supt. Correll mentioned that the kindergarten numbers at Avon are climbing
and Woodview's 4th grade enrollment is very high. We will continue to watch
these numbers and will inform the Board if additional staff members are
needed.

Supt. Correll informed the Board that at the next meeting, they will be
requested to approve a payroll assistant position for the District Office.

Supt. Correll gave the Board an update on a report given by the curriculum
department. The contents of this report focused on teaching, learning, and
assessment.

Update on Facilities Plan Progress

Supt. Correll and Dan Aggen updated the Board on the progress that is being
made in regard to the facilities progress plan. Dan mentioned that a state
auditor, who is in need of intern hours for Type 75 certification, will be doing
an assessment for District 46. He will be gathering data to provide a detailed
analysis of what money can be used for specific items and what money can be
used for any purpose.



Update on Property Tax Abatement Request

Dan Aggen updated the Board on the property tax abatement request. Dan
will be contacting District 127 to try to set up a meeting.

District Office Reorganization Plan

Supt. Correll presented Board members with a reorganization plan for the
district office. The goals behind this plan are to continue fiscal responsibility,
and place an emphasis on instruction and student performance. Supt. Correll
mentioned that all staff development will be directly connected to the Board
and Superintendent goals.

Discussion of Cleanine Contract

The Board gave their consensus that the schools are clean and in good shape.
The Board agreed they are happy with the job Jani-King is doing.

Update on Woodview

John Lubrich presented the Board with an update on the Woodview mobiles
remodeling project. The Board was shown before and after pictures of the
mobiles. Members of the O&M staff did the remodeling job for these facilities.
John Lubrich stated that because we were able to utilize the talents of our own

staff, money was saved because the district did not have to contract this project
out.

Budget Discussion

Dan Aggen submitted to the Board a preliminary annual budget for review.
Dan mentioned that at the following meeting, he will be giving a presentation
concerning the full blown budget. He hopes that the Board agrees that they
are staying in the balanced budget format.

Request from Westlake Christian Academy

Westlake Christian Academy has requested that District 46 forgive all back
payment for rent. This request was made due to financial issues that stem
from low enrollment numbers at Westlake. Supt. Correll stated that she needs
to discuss this matter in more detail with our attorney and the Board before
any decision can be made.
