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Consultant is, for all purposes arising under this Agreement, an independent contractor. Consultant and its
officers, agents ot emgployees may not, under any circumstances, hold themselves out to anyone as being officers, agents or
employees of the Boayd. No officer, agent or employee of Copsultant or Board shall be deemed an officer, agent or
employee of the other party. Neither Consultant nor Board, nor any officer, agent or employee thereof, shall be entitled 0
any benefits to which employces of the other party are entitled, including, but not limited to, overtime, retirement benefits,
warkers compensation benefits, injury leave, or other leave bonefits.

10. OWNERSHIP

A. All reports, studies, information, data, statistics, forms, designs, plans, procedures, systems, and
another materjals produced by Cogsulant under this Agreement shall be the sole and exclusive
property of Board. No such materials produced, either in whole or in part, under this Agreement
shall be subject to private use, copyright or patent right by Consultant in the United States of in
any other country without the express written consent of Board.

B. Board shall have upresitioted authority to publish, disclose, distdbute and otherwise use,
copyright or patent any such materials produced by Consultant under this Agreement.

11 INDEMNIFICATION/HOLD HARMLESS

Consultanr shall, in addition to aty other obligation to indemnify the Palm Beach County School Board and to the
fullest extent permitted by law, protect, defend, indemnify and hold harmless the School District, their agents, officers,
elected officials and employees from and against all claims, actions, labilities, losses (including economic losses), costs
arising out of any acmal or alleged bodily injury, sickness, disease or death, or injury to or destruction of tangible property
Including the loss of use resulting there from, or any other damage or loss arising out of, or claimed to have resulted in
whole or in part from any acwal or alleged act or omission of Consultant, or anyone directly ox indircotly employed by
them, or of anycne for whese acts any of themn may be liable in the performance of the work; or violation of law, statute,
ordinance, governmental administration order, rule or regulation in the performance of the work; claims or actions made by
Consultant or other party performing the work. The indemnification obligations hereunder shall not be limited to any
limitation on the amount, type of damages, compensation or benefits payable by or for Consultant under workers®
cotnpensation. acts; disability benefit acts, other employee benefit acts or any statutory bar. Any cost or expensges, including
attomney’s fees, incurred by the Palm Beach County School District 1o enforee this agreement shall be borne by Consultant,
Consultant yecogrizes the broad naturs of this indemnification and hold harmless article, and voluntarily makes this
covenant for good apd valusble comsideration provided by the School Board in support of this indemnification in
accordance with the laws of the State of Florida. This article will survive the termination of this Agreement.

This Agreement may be amended only with the mutual consent of the parties. All amendments must be in writing
and must be approved by the School Board

14. ASSIGNMENT

Neither Consultant nor Board may assign or transfer any interest in this Agrcement without the prior written
consent of the other party.

15. GOVERNING LAW AND VENUE
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This Agreement shall be construed in accordance with the laws of the State of Florida. Aay dispute with respect to
this agreement is subject to the laws of Florida, venue in Palm Beach County, Florida. The prevailing party shall be
entitled to attorncy’s fees and costs incurred as a result of any action or proceeding under this agreement.

16. TERMINATION

The Board reserves the right to terminate this contract at any time and for any reason, upon giving thirty (30) days
Dotice to the otber party. If said coniract should be terminated for convenience as provided berein, the Board will be
relieved of all obligations under said contract and the Board will only be required 1o pay that amount of the contract
actually performed to the date of terraination with no payment due for unperformed work or lost profits, In the event
School Board determines that Consultant's services are not being performed as agreed upon, the Consultant shall be
deemed to be in default and the School Board reserves the right to cancel this contract with five (5) days notice and to
withhold all monies due the Consultant until such time as the Boatd, in its sole discretion shall determine whether to havs
the contract services completed by others or to cease obtaining the services. In the event that the Board determines to have
the contract completed by others, Consultant shafl be liable for any costs of completion in excess of that called for in this
contract. In the event that the Board determines not to have the coniract completed by others, Consultant shall be paid for
the services that it satisfactorily performed prior 1o the termination but, in no event, shall Consultant be paid for any work
not actally performed or for lost profits,

In the event that it is determained that a termination for cause was unjustified, the termination shall be deemed a
termination for convenience and the Consultant shall be entitled to payment oxly for work actually performed prior to the
wrmination and shall not be entitled to any additional sums.
