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CONSULTING SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Consulting Services Agrcement ("Agreement') is made and entered into as of
March 10, 2009 by and between Gregory Gill of Venable LLP ("Consultant") and Cook

County.

WHEREAS, Cook County, specifically the Office of the President, desires to engage

Consultant to perform certain services to Cook Counfy as outlined herein; and

WHEREAS, Consultant agtees to perform such services outlined herein; and

NOW, TI{EREFORE BE IT AGREED, that, the following services shall be agreed to and

accepted by both the Consultant and Cook County, Office of the President (collectively

referred to as "Parties").

1. Scope of Services - Consultant shall provide unique consulting and lobbying services

and strategic counsel to Cook County before the United States Congress, its Members

and committees and federal agencies and departments.

2. ProjectTeam - Consultant shalt,provide specialized services to provide the scope of
services required in the above paragr4plr: The quality, expeiience and availability of
personnel ernployed by Corxultant is of the essence.

3. Independent Ccintractor Status; Non Exclusivity - The Consultant and its employees,

agents and subcontractors are, for all purposes arising out of the Agrqement, independent

contractors and not ernployees of Cook County nor the, Office of the President. It is

expressly understood and agreed that neither the Consultant nor its employees, agents or

su6contiactors shall. be entitled to any benefit to which County employees may be

entitled including, but not limited to, oveftime or unemployment compensation, insurance

or retirement benefits, workers' compensation or occupational disease benefits or other

compensation or leaile arrangenlents.

Nothing contained herein shall be deemed or construed by the parties hereto, or by any

third party, as creating the relationship or principal and agent or of partnership or ofjoint
venturer or any relationship between the parties hereto other than that of independent

contractors. Nothing herein shall be construed to confer upon any third parties the status

of third party beneficiary. The County shall utilize the Services of Consultant on a non-

exclusive basis.

4. Confidentiality and Ownership of Documents - All Work Product of Consultant that

results from the performance of this Agreement will be considered "works made for hire"
for the purposes of Section 101 of the Copyright Act {17 U.S.C. $ 101) and will be

owned by the Office of the President.



Consultant acknowledges and agrees that information regarding this Agreement is
confidential and shall not be disclosed, directly, indirectly or by implication, or be used

by Consultant in any way, whether during the term of this Agreement or any time
thereafter, except solely as required in the course of Consultant's performance of services
hereunder.

Consultant shall comply with the applicable privacy laws and regulations affecting the
Counfy and will not provide or disclose any of the County's records, materials, or other
data to any third party other than to affiliates and subcontractors perfomring Services
under this Agreement and in such cases for the sole purpose of perfonning such Services
and subject to the conditions hereof.

Following the conclusion of Venable LLP's representation of Cook &*ty, Venable
LLP agrees to keep confidential any non-public information Cook County has supplied to
it that it will retain in accordance with applicable rules of professional conduct. At Cook
County's request, Venab-le LLP will return Cook County's documents to it promptly
upon receipt of payment for outstanding fees and costs.

5. Termination for Convenience - Cook County, specifically the Office of the President,
may terminate this Agreement, or any portion, at any time by notice in writing from the
County to the Consultant. If the Agreement is terminated by the Offrce of the President,
the Consultant shall deliver to the County all finished or unfinished Documents prepared

by the Consultant under this Agreement and these shall be and become the property of
the Office of the President. Payment for the work performed before the effective date of
such termination shall be based upon an estinaate of the services/materials actually
performed/supplied by the Consultant to the date of termination. Such payment made to
the Consultant shall be in full settlement for services rendered under this Agreement.

6. Conflicts of Interest {ook County agrees that Venable LLP may oontinue to
represent, and may undertake in the future to represent, existing or new clients in any
matter, including litigation, that is not substantially related to work for Cook County nor
in conflict with the work of Cook County. Venable LLP shall not represent clients who
are currently in litigation with the County nor shall Venable LLP represent a client in
litigation against the County during the term of this Agreement. Venable LLP agrees

that in any instance where, as a result of its representation of Cook County, Venable LLP
has obtained proprielgry or other confidential information of a non-public nafure tha1, if
known by such other client, could be used in such other matter to your malerial
disadvantage, Venable LLP will, as appropriate, eonstruct a firewall to prevent Venable
LLP lawyers representing the other client in such other matter from learning that
information.

7. GovemingLaw - This Agreement shall be govemed by and consEued under the laws
of the State of Illinois without regard to its conflict of laws provisions. The Contractor
irrevocably agrees that, subject to the County's sole and absolute election, any action or
proceeding in any way, manner or respect arising out of the Contrac! or arising from any
dispute or controversy arising in connection with or related to the Agreement, shall be
litigated-onl;r-inrourts:vithin-theCity-of ch;cago, County-ofCook-State-oilllinois"-and-

' the Consultant consents and submits to the jurisdiction thereof.



8. Compensation/lv{ethod of Payment -For services rendered under this Agreement
Cook County shall pay to Consultant an amount up to $125,000:00 (One hundred and
twenty-five thousand dollan). Invoices may,be submitted on a monthly basis. All
invoices submitted by Consultant shall contain a detaited descriptign of,the work
provided by Consultant. All invoices shall be submitted together with a properly
completed County Voucher forrn (29A).

9. Period of Performance/Term - Consultant's seryices in connection with this
Agreement commenced on February I , 2009 and temrinate on or before December 3 1,

2009. This Agreernent shall govern all services provided by the Consultant and any
additional services related thereto as agreed by the Parties.
