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CONSULTING SERVICES AGREEMENT

This Consulting Services Agreement ("Agreement") is made and entered into as of
March 20,2009 by and between Gregory L. Cox ("Consultant") and Cook County.

WHEREAS, Cook County, specificaliy the Office of the President, desires to engage
Consultant to perform certain services to Cook County as outlined herein; and

WHEREAS, Consultant agrees to perform such services outlined herein and

NOW, THEREFORE BE IT AGREED, that, the following services shall be agreed to and
accepted by both the Consultant and Cook County, Office of the President (collectively
referred to as "Parties").

1. Scope of Services - Consultant shall provide unique consulting and lobbying services
and strategic counsel to Cook County before the lllinois General Assembly, the offices of
Illinois' constitutional officers and state agencies and departments.

2. Froject Team - Consultant shall provide specialized services to prol'ide the scope of
services required in the above paragraph. The quality, experience and availability of
personnel employed by Consultant is of the essence.

3. tndependent Contractor Status; Non Exclusivity - The Consultant and its employees,
agents and subcontractors are, for all pu{poses arising out of the Agreement, independent
contractors and nOt employees of Cook County nor the Office of the President. [t is
expressly understood and agreed that neither the Consultant nor its employees, agents or
subcontractors shall be entitled to any benefit to which County employees may be
entitled including, but not limited to, overtime or unemployrnent compensation, insurance
or retirement benefits, workers' compensation or occupational disease benefits or other
compensation or leave arrangements.

Nothing contained herein shall be deemed or construed by the parties hereto, or by any
third party, as creating the relationship or principal and agent or of partnership or ofjoint
venturer or any relationship between the parties hereto other than that ofindependent
contractors. Nothing herein shall be construed to confer upon any third parties the status
of third party beneficiary. The County shall utilize the Services of Consultant on a non-
exclusive basis.

4. Confiderrtiality and Ownership of Docrunents - All Work Product of Consultant that
results from the performance of this Agreement will be considered "works made for hire"
for the purposes of Section 101 of the Copynght Act (17 U.S,C. $ 101) and will be
owned by the Office of the President.

Consultant acknowledges and agrees that information regarding this Agreement is
confidential and shall not be disclosed directly, indirectly or by implication, or be used
by Consultant in any way, whether during the term of this Agreement or any time
thereafter, except solely as required in the course of Consultant's performance of services
hereunder. Consultant shall comply wittr the applicable privacy laws and regulations



affecting the County and will not provide or disclose any of the County's records,
materials, or other data to any thiid party other than to affiliates arid subcontractors
performing Services under this Agreement, and in such cases for the sole purpose of
performing such Services and subject to the conditions hereof.

5. Termination for Convenience - Cook County, specifically the Offrce of the President,
may terminate this Agreement or any portion, at any time by notice in writing from the
County to the Consultant. If the Agreement is terminated by the Offrce of the President,
the Consultant shall deliver to the County all finished or unfinished Documents prepared
by the Consultant under this Agreement and these shall be and become the property of
the Of{ice of the President. Payment for the work performed before the effective date of
such termination shall be based upon an estimate of the services/materials actually
performed/supplied by the Consultant to the date of termination. Such payment made to
the Consultant shall be in full settlement for services rendered under this Agreement.

6. Governing Law - This Agreement shall be governed by and construed under the laws
of the State of Illinois without regard to its conflict of laws provisions. The Contractor
inevocably agrees that, subject to the County's sole and absolute election, any action or
proceeding in any way, manner or respect arising out of the Contract, or arising from any
dispute or controversy arising in connection with or related to the Agreement, shall be
litigated only in courts within the City of Chicago, County of Cook, State of Illinois, and
the Consultant consents and submits to the jurisdiction thereof.

7. Compensation/Method of Payment - For services rendered under this Agreement,
Cook County shall pay to Consultant an amount up to $24,999.00 (Twenty-four thousand
nine hundred and ninety.nine dollars). Invoices may be submitted on a monthly basis or
in one invoice as authorized by the Off,rce of the President. All invoices submitted by
Consultant shall contain a detailed description of the work provided by Consultant. All
invoices shall be submiued together with a properly completed County Voucher form
Qe^).

8. Period of Performance/Tenn- Consultant's services in connection with this
Agreement cqinmenced on March 1,2009 and terminate on or before December 31,
2009. This Agreement shall govern all services provided by the Consultant and any
additional services related thereto as agreed by the Parties.
