Visual organizers help students to prioritize
information. Younger students use Kidspiration’s
SuperGrouper® tool to learn the skills of sorting
and showing relationships. Using Inspiration’s
RapidFire® tool, older students start projects

by brainstorming and visually organizing their
ideas. With one click this information is instantly
transformed from a diagram into an outline,
allowing students to expand their visual ideas in

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One of the key challenges 21+ century
students face is making connections
between information. Dr. David Thornburg,
Director of the Thornburg Center and Senior
Fellow of the Congressional Institute for the
Future, believes that with the overflow of
available resource material, the use of graphic
organizers is a powerful way to help students
organize information and see relationships.

In a history lesson about the U.S. landing

a man on the moon, Thornburg explains

how students can start from that specific
event as an endpoint and use Inspiration to
create a cause-and-effect diagram that works
backwards through history.

« Analyzing, evaluating and thinking critically

FOCUS ON 21°T CENTURY SKILLS

» Background on 21 century skills

Several research studies conducted over the last few
years offer clear recommendations for the focus of
educator’s efforts to teach 21 century skills.

The Partnership for 215 Century Skills—a respected
organization of leaders in public and private business
and education—recently issued a report titled Learning
for the 21 Century (http://www.21stcenturyskills.org/
images/stories/otherdocs/P21_Report.pdf). This report
outlines key elements for fostering 21 century learning.
Their findings highlight three critical recommendations:

« The focus of education should continue to be on
core subjects. 21t century skills should not be
taught as a discreet subject, but rather integrated
into curriculum and taught side-by-side with
core content.

« Educators should emphasize learning skills such
as thinking and problem-solving skills. These skills
help students think critically about the source of
information and see connections between events.

« Students should be comfortable using technology.
Only through using 21 century tools can students
develop 21+ century learning skills.

P Getting Started

This report complements an earlier study issued

by Educational Testing Services, titled Digital
Transformation: A Framework for ICT Literacy, (http://
www.ets.org/research/ictliteracy/ictreport.pdf). Based
on the recommendations of an international panel

of thought leaders, this study highlights the need

for a framework for assessing student achievement

in technology literacy and the critical thinking skills
necessary to successfully function in a knowledge-
based society. At the core of this framework is the
notion that 215 century skills are not simply a measure
of hands-on technical skills, but also of cognitive
problem-solving skills.

The Institute for the Advancement of Research in
Education (IARE) reviewed 29 scientifically based
research studies and determined that graphic organizers
(such as Kidspiration and Inspiration) are effective tools
for teaching many aspects of 21 century skills. Their
report, Graphic Organizers: A Review of Scientifically Based
Research (http://www.inspiration.com/download/pdf/
SBR_summary.pdf), found evidence that Kidspiration
and Inspiration are highly effective tools for the
development of thinking skills, including organizing
ideas, seeing relationships and categorizing concepts.
