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To measure the volume of a liquid putitin a
graduated cylinder. While looking for the
volume of a solid object you must use length x
width x height. To measure an irregularly
shaped object you must fill up a graduated
cylinder past the height of the object and
measure the water displacement.

The more mass you have the harder it is to
move something and that is what inertia is. As
mass increases inertia increases.
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
