Q: What is Internet2? 
 
A: It is a ultra high-speed national network dedi-
cated to research and education.  There are a sub-
stantial number of universities and affiliates, such 
as NASA, National Geographic, and the Library of 
Congress, that have membership in Internet2. 

Q: What is the speed difference between the 
two? 

A: There is no easy answer since it continues to 
advance.  Currently it is at 100 Gb.  In 2007 it only 
ran at 40 Gb.

Known as the “Read / Write” 
web, sites that are characterized as Web2.0 offer visitors an array of op-
portunities to contribute to conversations, post original content, and cre-
ate interactive media like they never have before.
