for local issues like Puget Sound
ecology.

e Curriculum online that can connect your
teaching to specific exhibits at the
museum. For example, the website has an
entire unit on earthquakes (with EALRS)
that a teacher can adapt to their
classroom, and cap the unit off with a field
trip to the museum where students can
explore the earthquake area with more
depth and re enforce classroom learning.
