K.1.A   Rote count by ones forward from 1 to 100 and backward from any number in the 
range of 10 to 1. 
 
 K.1.B  Read aloud numerals from 0 to 31.	
  
 
1.1.A  Count by ones forward and backward from 1 to 120, starting at any number, and 
count by twos, fives, and tens to 100. 

 

1.1.C  Read aloud numerals from 0 to 1,000. 
 
1.1.E  Write, compare, and order numbers to 120.   
 
1.2.G  Quickly recall addition facts and related subtraction facts for sums equal to 10.   

 

2.1.C  Identify the ones, tens, and hundreds place in a number and the digits occupying 
them.   
 
2.1.D  Write three-digit numbers in expanded form.   
 
2.1.F  Compare and order numbers from 0 to 1,000.   
 
2.2.A  Quickly recall basic addition facts and related subtraction facts for sums through 20.   

 

3.1.A  Read, write, compare, order, and represent numbers to 10,000 using numbers, 
words, and symbols. 
 
3.2.E  Quickly recall those multiplication facts for which one factor is 1, 2, 5, or 10 and 
the related division facts.
