This application allows you to use your sound-enabled PC, Mac, or
phone, apparently, to record and post audio bits ( < 5 minutes, with
one picture and location information optionally attached) to the audioBoo Web site.
You can also post these to Facebook or tweet them if that appeals to you. In addition
you can embed them in your own Web pages. Here’s how:

Go to the site (http://audioboo.fm/) and establish your free account.

If you want to record something for placement on the Web, click the button that says
“Start Recording / Upload File.” You will get a
new recording window that asks whether you
have “Got your mic ready?” or whether you
would rather upload a file. Assuming this is what you want, select the former option
and you get this: Push the green button to begin. It becomes blue and enables you
to pause or stop. Once you have what you ‘ Audioboo: Ceate a Boo
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Finally you can “publish” you work and follow the

link that is presented to a Web site where all of Share This Boo
your “boos” will be available. There, you can

share it via Facebook, or Twitter. You can also 0 0
click the “embed” icon to be presented with the | § share [ETSITNS

block of embed code. This is Web language that,
when placed in a Web page will call for your
audioBoo and play it in your page.

You can delete the thing by going to “my boos” (yours), selecting the one you want
to delete and then clicking the "edit” button in the upper-right corner of the window.
That edit button will change to a delete button.

Your “boo” will also be made available on the audioBoo web page, along with all the
rest.
