Gene’s attempt to “become” Finny is a search for identity which is part of his growing up
process.

The architecture at Devon, ornate on the outside, stern and forbidding within, reflects the duali-
ty of Gene’s personality—pleasant and likable on the surface, but holding dark secrets within
himself.

After the peaceful interlude at Devon, Gene faces his first experience with conflict when he
joins the army. .
