* Started in Europe during the Protestant Reformation

* Against Luther’s ideas and Catholic Church

* Believed in Adult Baptism

* Believed in total separation of Church and State

* Believed in equality of people-so would not recognize
a Monarch’s power

* Did not believe in war-so they wouldn’t serve in
military

* Did not believe in paying taxes

* Were persecuted by beheading, drowning, tortured,
or burned at the stake
