Virginia and was the basis for the 
separation of church and state

MANIFEST DESTINY 

o  The belief that America would stretch from sea to sea 
and into the Mexican territory 

o  US victory in Mexican war leads to territorial gains where 
 

o  The United States annexed Texas after it gained its 
independence from 
 

o  The forcible removal of Cherokee and other Indian tribes 
to reservations in Oklahoma 



1800-1850 

o  What act provided free public land to any 
settlers willing to live on and work the land 

o  A large number of workers on the 
transcontinental railroad came from 
 

o  What movement worked to enact laws 
protecting child workers and anti-trust laws

SLAVERY ISSUES 

o  What was eliminated in 1828 that allowed more people to 
vote 
 

o  Uncle Tom’s Cabin 
 

o  Wrote The Liberator and called for the immediate and 
uncompensated emancipation of slaves 

o  Led slave revolt in Southampton county 
 

o  Former slave who became a leading abolitionist 
 



SLAVERY ISSUES 

o  Drew a line through the Louisiana Purchase allowing 
slavery south of the line 
 

o  Compromise of 1850 allowed what state to enter as a 
free state

o  Led to the secession of Southern states 
 

o  The spark that started the Civil War

RECONSTRUCTION 

o  “Four score and seven years ago our fore-
fathers…” 
 

o  Assassinated Lincoln 
 

o  Democrats in the South were allowed to return 
to power by this compromise, which allowed A 
REPUBLICAN to be named President 
 



POST-RECONSTRUCTION 

o  Laws put into place in the South legalizing 
segregation 
 

o  Supreme Court ruled that “separate but equal 
did not violate Constitution” 
 

o  Mass movement of African Americans to 
Northern cities in search of jobs and to escape 
discrimination 
 



POST-RECONSTRUCTION 

o  Late 19th century immigrants came from what areas 
 

o  The process of absorbing new culture, many immigrants 
were resistant to this 
 

o  What served an essential role in the assimilation of 
immigrants into American society 
 

o  What did the Chinese Exclusion Act and Immigration

PROGRESSIVE MOVEMENT 

Used government to reform problems 
created by the Industrial Revolution 

 
GOALS: 
1.  Guaranteed economic opportunities 

through government regulation 
2.  Elimination of social injustices 
3.  Government controlled by the people 

(again)

• Forerunner of modern protest

colonization 
 

o  Aid any country in its fight against Communism,  
 

o  Loan money to countries in Latin America to keep them 
out of debt 
 

o  Policy that said that all nations should have equal 
trading rights in China 



IMPERIALISM 

o  At the end of this war the United States added 
Guam and Puerto Rico as territories, made 
Cuba a protectorate, and purchased the 
Philippines 
 

o  The United States aided this country in its fight 
for independence from Colombia

o What signaled the beginning 
n  Stock Market Crash 

o What is the day called 
n  “Black Tuesday” 

o What strangled world trade 
n  Hawley-Smoot tariff and other  

o Over farming and drought led this 
condition in the midwest 
n  Dust Bowl 



COLD WAR POLICIES 

o The threat of going to the edge of 
nuclear war 
n  Massive retaliation / brinkmanship 

o US policy to not allow Communism to 
spread into Eastern Europe 
n  Containment 



PRESIDENTS 

o  1st President of the United States 
n  George Washington 

o  Indian Removal Act-Common Man 
n  Andrew Jackson 

o  Leader of one of the two original political parties, the 
Democratic-Republicans 
n  Thomas Jefferson 

o  Election led to the secession of South Carolina and 6 
other southern states 
n  Abraham Lincoln 

o  “We will pay any price, bear any burden,…to ensure the 
survival of liberty 
n  John F. Kennedy 



PRESIDENTS 
o  At the end of World War I, proposed the League 

of Nations, which the US did not join 
n  Woodrow Wilson  

o  Following his election he implemented his “New 
Deal” policies which attempted to bring relief to 
Americans suffering through the Depression 
n  Franklin D. Roosevelt 

o  As President the US more than doubled in size 
n  Thomas Jefferson 

o  Made the decision to drop the atomic bomb on 
Hiroshima and Nagasaki 
n  Harry Truman 



PRESIDENTS 

o  “Mr. Gorbachev, tear down this wall” 
n  Ronald Reagan 

o  President when the Depression began, failed to 
help  
n  Herbert Hoover 

o  Played a major role in the passage of Civil 
Rights Act of 1964, the Voting Rights Act of 
1965, and the 24th amendment 
n  Lyndon B. Johnson 

o  President when the Cold War ended 
n  George Bush, Sr.

World War I 

o US stance at beginning of war 
n  Isolationist 

o Whose side did the US join 
n  Allied 

o Reasons for US involvement 
n  German submarine aggression 
n  Ties to Britain 
n  Make the world safe for democracy 



World War II 

o  US stance at beginning of war 
n  Isolationist 

o  Allowed US to send war supplies to England in 
return for bases in the Caribbean 
n  Lend-Lease 

o  December 7, 1941 “A date that will live in 
infamy” 
n  Attack on Pearl Harbor 

o  Turning point of war in Pacific 
n  Midway 

o  Began the liberation of Western Europe 
n  D-day 



World War II 

o  Major 3 Allied Powers 
n  US, USSR, British 

o  Leaders 
n  FDR, Stalin, Churchill 

o  Axis Powers 
n  Germany, Japan, Italy 

o  Leaders 
n  Hitler, Mussolini, Tojo 

o  Turning point of the Eastern front 
n  Stalingrad 

o  Established the standards by which Prisoners of War are 
supposed to be treated  
n  Geneva Convention 



World War II 

o  The systematic killing on the basis of race, religion, ethnic 
background, etc. 
n  genocide 

o  The killing of 6 million Jews 
n  Holocaust 

o  African-American unit that flew fighters in Europe 
n  Tuskegee Airmen 

o  Japanese-American regiment 
n  Nisei regiments 

o  Role of Navajo Indians 
n  Code talkers 

o  What happened to Japanese Americans living on the 
West Coast 
n  Placed in internment camps 



Cold War 

o  2 remaining Superpowers following WW II 
n  US and USSR 

o  Economic systems of both 
n  Capitalism and communism 

o  What German city was divided following WWII 
and needed supplies dropped from the air 
n  Berlin 

o  Military alliance led by US 
n  NATO 

o  Military alliance led by USSR 
n  Warsaw Pact 



KOREAN AND VIETNAM 

o War that ended right where it began, at 
the 38th parallel 
n  Korean War  

o What happened to public opinion in the 
US during the Vietnam War 
n  Protests on college campuses 
n  People opposed to the draft 



POST WORLD WAR II 
POLICIES 
o  Countries controlled politically and economically by the 

USSR 
n  Satellite countries 

o  Formed near the end of World War II to create 
opportunities to prevent global wars 
n  United Nations 

o  This former enemy of the US adopted a democratic form 
of government and became a strong ally of the US 
n  Japan 

o  This plan provided massive financial relief to war-torn 
Europe 
n  Marshall Plan  



POST WORLD WAR II 

o This was the failed invasion of Cuba by 
Cuban revolutionaries aided by the CIA 
n  Bay of Pigs 

o Leader of Cuba 
n  Fidel Castro 

o Remaining Communist countries in the 
world today 
n  China, North Korea, and Cuba

o  NAACP 
n  WEB DuBois 

o  Tuskegee Institute 
n  Booker T. Washington 

o  Led an anti-lynching campaign 
n  Ida B Wells 

o  Court case that established “separate but 
equal” 
n  Plessy v. Ferguson 



CIVIL RIGHTS 

o  Court case that led to the desegregation of 
schools 
n  Brown v. Board of Education 

o  Lead lawyer for the NAACP in the case and will 
become the 1st African-American to serve on 
the Supreme Court 
n  Thurgood Marshall 

o  Led the NAACP legal defense team in Virginia 
n  Oliver Hill 



CIVIL RIGHTS 

o  Reaction in the South to the Brown v. Board of Education 
n  Massive resistance  

o  “I Have a Dream” speech 
n  Martin Luther King, jr. 

o  Type of resistance primarily used (ie Sit-ins) 
n  Non-violent 

o  Prohibited discrimination based on race, religion, national 
origin, and gender 
n  Civil Rights Act of 1964 

o  Outlawed literacy tests and increased number of African 
Americans registered to vote in the South 
n  Voting Rights Act of 1965 



20TH CENTURY 

o  1st women to serve on the Supreme Court 
n  Sandra Day O’Connor 

o  1st women in space 
n  Sally Ride 

o  1st person to orbit the earth 
n  John Glenn 

o  1st man on the moon 
n  Neil Armstrong
