“They’re very dramatic.” -
And they don’t want to stop
with Christmas, she added.
Perry is enthusiastic and she
hopes doing radio plays will be
a regular event. One possibility

“A
couple of kids are super excited
about it,” but she noted that
some of the vintage language is
a challenge for them. .

“We like this kind of stuff; we
want to do more of it,” Perry
said.
