Yesterday

The cable fleet which left St. Piitrre on .Inly 1R. 1BB0,
reached Duxhury on the murniiiK of Friday, th«> U8rd. At 2
p.m. that name day the CIIILTKKN with thn culiln, and the
SCANOER1A. anchored iippnuile Rousr'* llummnrk nhout
half a mile from the shore. Kcroiu- rnndilinnK prevailed. By
4:40 preparations hod been made to haul in Hie eablc. Th«
►shore endof the cable was two inchi™ in diameter.

Two seaboata were lowered from their davit* and lushed
tofrpthcr. Several planks were Hpruncl on them. forming ft
platform on which the cable wax laid mil in a broad toil.
Another senboat, manned by miiloni. lowed the two bunt"
ashore. By this time there were almoid n thmiaaml people
llnftijr the waterfront. They cheered loudly when the Bailors
hauled the end of the cabU> utOitire. mitl mi artillery HaluU-
was fired from the CHILTERN and SCAN I (MillA. Amonk'
