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Golf course debate ~ *

becomes acrimonious:

Bornheimer’s husband, Moderator
Allen Bornheimer, yielded the gavel
" to former Moderator Charles Fargo
during the library debate and vote.

He resumed his post just in time to
preside over one of the most acrimo-
nious debates in recent Duxbury
history: discussion of a proposal to
expand the town-owned North Hill
golf course to 18 holes.

Opponent Holly Morris, speaking
for what she described as a signifi-
cent number of people, said the
proposed nine holes were slated to go
_ on land over a portion of Duxbury’s
aquifer, which supply water to eight
town wells. ‘

She suggested that runoff and
residues from the golf course could
pollute the water supply. “How
much does it cost to buy water when
there is no more acceptable water?”
Morris asked.

An angry Selectman James Mur-
phy responded by saying that expan-
sion opponents had organized “a
campaign of misinformation the
likes of which I've never seen in town
government.” :

The three selectmen, who spon-
sored the golf course article, were
being accused of various crimes,
among them the destruction of the
environment in advocating the clear-
ing of land for nine new holes;
accounting fraud in their revenue
projections; poisoning the water sup-
ply; and “plotting the premeditated
murder of the entire village,” Mur-
phy said. .

He asked his two colleagues;.
Margaret Kearney and -Friend
Weiler, to stand beside him, then -
asked town meeting: “Have you eyer
seen a pair that looks more like cold-"' "
blooded killers?” IRt

Noting the uncontrolled “use -of-::"
herbicides and -pesticides by local::.
homeowners, - Murphy said, : “Our .-
wells are in far more danger from .
what we do on our private property ..,
than what the town does at the golf
course.” e

But fears prevailed that the water
supply might be endangered and for
the second year in a row a proposal to
expand the golf course failed' to
garner even a majority vote.
