The Leg:on has
also sponsored Legion baseball for 25
years, sponsored a Duxbury youth base-
ball team, held awards banquets for
Duxbury High athletes and their families,
and granted numerous scholarships to
graduating seniors. For decades the Legion
has sent four boys and four girls to Boys
State and Girls State, an annual, Legion-
sponsored state leadership program.

in teaching young people to respect
the American flag and the men and
women who have served their country
(past and present) to defend the flag
and all that it stands for.
