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World’s Largest Wooden Tall Ship to Honor DBMS

In the 18th century, the height of the
Clipper era, one of the most dangerous
warships in the British Navy, HMS Rose,
prowled the Atlantic armed with her
huge cloud of sail and twenty-
four cannons.

This 179-foot long, 32-foot wide
square-rigger with its 13,000-square feet
of sail fought and lost in the American
Revolution, but whenever she appeared on
the horizon, Rose struck fear in the hearts
of England’s enemies.

Residents from Plymouth to Kingston
to Duxbury Bay will get a taste of that
spectacle on May 15th when Rose — not
the original, but a 28-year old replica built
in Nova Scotia - visits the Snug Harbor to
honor the grand opening weekend of the
Duxbury Bay Maritime School.

Rose, the tallest active wooden tall
ship in the world, will be the largest ship to
visit Duxbury Bay since the Clipper era
ended in the 19th century. By 1830, the
Westons (King Caesar) operated the largest
fleet of oceangoing ships iin the world.

A decade ago, the replica schooner,
Spirit of Massachusetts, made a visit to
Duxbury, but she is 60-feet shorter than
Rose. Since she was built, the 550-ton ship
has become a well-known along the East

Coast, as she sails out of Bridgeport,
Connecticut, primarily as an non-profit
educational cruise vessel.

Though Rose has ducked into Waren’s
Cove at the head of Plymouth Bay for
overnights in the past, Rose has never
ventured up the sinuous channel into the
mooring basin. Rose draws 13-feet.

With the waiving of the town's tie-up
rules by Selectmen, Rose is expected to
dock at the town pier in front of the

the sport of sailing. Shore school will offer
several cycles of land based instruction,
each cycle to include two evening sessions
for a total of three to four hours. The only
fee for shore school will be the cost of text
and other materials, and enrollment is
not limited.

Upon completion of shore school,
participants will receive six hours of on-
the-water instruction over a period of

either two or three days. On-the-water
sessions will be scheduled for momings
or early or late afterncons, as the tides

permit, during the week. One six-hour
cycle will be offered on each of two
weekends. Three dates have been reserved
for make-up sessions in the event
of inclement weather. The fee for
on-the-water instruction will be $95.
Registration for this pilot program is very
limited, but additional sessions will
be scheduled for late August and early
September. Depending on availability
of instructors, some evening sessions
may also be offered during the period
when the main focus will be on junior
sailing (June 29 through August 21).

In addition to the above, a series of
skill-specific clinics will be offered from
time to time during the summer. Some will
be directed toward the racing sailor and
others will be designed for the non-racer.
Possible topics will include: basic
navigation, the wuse of electronic
equipment, planning a cruise, man
overboard practice, marlinspike
seamanship, racing rules, spinnaker
technique, and crewing in a race. Initial
plans are also being made for teaching the
Power Squadron boating course next fall
and spring.

Rose, and all the next day the ship will be
open for “Anchors Aweigh Family
Festival” as residents take tours at a cost of
$5 per person, $10 per family.

On Saturday night (May 16) Rose will
be the site of the grand opening gala, with
dinner donated and catered by the Winsor
House restaurant. The next day, Rose will
again be open for tours of the ship before
leaving on the late afternoon tide on
Sunday afternoon.

“This is a really exciting event for

the kickoff of the (Maritime) school,”
said selectman, Margaret Kearny.
“I can’t wait.”

The visit of Rose is possible, said
Harbormaster Don Beers, because of the
$3 million dredging project completed two
years ago. Beers, who guided Spirit of
Massachusetts into the bay during the
town's 350th celebration, will coordinate
closely with Captain Richard Baily as the
mighty Rose passes The Gurnet on the
seven mile meander into the Snug Harbor
