Landing Road Beach reopens

Landing  Road  Beach
reopened at noon Friday, June
20, after being closed due to 2
high bacteria count
Wednesday, June 18. The ele-
vated bacteria level was caused
by rainwater runoff from roads
and other paved surfaces. It
was the fint time this year the
beach was forced 1o close.

Generally, the level of bacte-
na from rainfall is reduced
within 24 hours, typically after
one full tide cycle. However, in
cases where the bacteria level
still remains hizh after a full

tde cycle has occumed. it is
common for the beach to
remain closed for sevetal days.

Closures are in effect to
ensure public health and safety
Once the water was retested
and deemed safe for swim-
ming. the beach was reopened
w the public.

The Massachusetts Beach
Act required testing at all pub-
lic beaches at least once a
week. The beaches are closed if
testing shows bacteria counts
above the safety threshold.
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
