'd of the four daughters of Captain
Gershom Bradford and his wife Sarah
Hickling. They lived in one of the three
interesting old houses buiit by Captain
Bradford in 1809 ¢n Trement sireet, in
Duxbury. This was one of the old Dux-
bury families. Al the daughters were
omplished betanisis, all gathered and
essed flowers, but Elizabeth did her
work so thoroughly, with such nicety
and dainty skill were these specimen
mounted and classified so beauntifully
that Ler collection was a modal,

A voung. daughier of a summer resi-
dent of Duxbury began a similar work
last year, not knowing of this earlier
collection. Tt will be an impetus and
