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years when there was one In residence. In one year
alone, there were 90 persons rescued, including 36
Girl Scouts. The metal structure has deterioriated
over the years to the point where the U.S. Coast
Guard officials planned to demolish the structure
and replace it with just a fiberglass pole with a light
on it. Local residents and mariners could not accept
this. A project “‘Save The Bug’’ Inc. was
established as a non-profit organization and funds
are being raised and solicited from all interested
donors, to complete the restoration and ‘‘Save The
Bug’’ from destruction.

All proceeds derived from the sale of this ‘Cup
Plate’” will be donated to “*Save The Bug,” “In
Loving Memory”’ of the late Francis E. Kirkpatrick
family of Duxbury, who fished these waters and
derived their livelihood from the bounty shown on
